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In the drawing there is a plastic bottle representing
the Earth planet floating in the sea, the bottle is not
completely full and the color of water is turning
brown. It represents the contamination and waste of
water, which is causing the lack of this vital liquid in
many parts of the world. Through the nozzle of the
bottle, brown water emerges with garbage, plastic
bottles, plastic covers, cans, chemical waste and tires,
this refers to a large percentage of our oceans,
contaminated by a large amount of garbage. On the
other hand, at the base of the bottle there is a polar
bear that represents melting ice due to global
warming and the considerable loss of habitat of the
Antarctic species. Radioactivity symbols represent
acid rain caused by nuclear accidents and polluting
spills.
