Armolia jar

Traditional four-handled ceramic jar from the
island of Chios (Greece) of the 20th century
and before the 2nd World War manufactured
in the well-known pottery centre of the island
named “Armolia”. It is decorated with the
characteristic green and white glazes on the
lid, the mouth as well on the side. It bears a lid.
It was used as a container for small quantities
of mastic (mastic jar), the famous product of
the island of Chios.
